The projects selected cover the six thematic priorities approved by the Anna Lindh Foundation Board of Governors: “EuroMed music and other cultural/artistic creation”, "Euro-Med schools programme", "Euro-Med teams of young researchers",  "Summer schools/exchange programmes (artists in residence)" , "Libraries, promotion of books and reading, translation" et "Intercultural exchanges for women in civil society organizations". The third deadline for receiving proposals is  1st November 2006.

Together with seven projects selected earlier this year, the 21 new proposals awarded by the Anna Lindh Foundation involve more than 150 institutions and organizations in 26 Euro-Mediterranean countries. The grants awarded by the Anna Lindh Foundation (about 1 million Euros) mobilise grants from other sources of 1.2 million Euros.
